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The «Action Strategy for five priority areas of the Republic of Uzbekistan 2017 - 2021»
approved by President Sh.M. Mirziyoev provides inter alia for development and liber-
alization of the economy aimed at further strengthening of macroeconomic stability,
maintaining high economic growth rates and increasing competitive advantage of the
country. The Strategy identifies numerous objectives including modernizing and in-
tensively developing agriculture, continuing with institutional and structural reforms
to reduce the state’s presence in the economy, further strengthening of protection
of rights and the strategic role of private property, encouraging development of small
business and private entrepreneurship, integrated and balanced socio-economic de-
velopment of provinces, districts and cities, active attraction of foreign investments
to various sectors of the economy and provinces by improving investment climate of
the country.

PERFORMED ECONOMIC REFORMS

ctive market transformations have started in Uzbekistan from
A1994. Since then, the reforms consistently and systematically
deepened and significantly changed economy of the country.
The structure of economy drastically changed during 1991-2016 pe-
riod. The share of agriculture in GDP reduced from 37 to 17%; and the
share of industry increased from 14 to 33%. The share of small business
and private entrepreneurship in GDP reached 57%:; and the share of
people employed in this sphere reached to around 78% of all employed
people in the republic. As of October 1, 2017, the non-state sector of
economy accounts for 81.3% and the state sector accounts for 18.7%
of total GDP by forms of property: the share of industry in GDP of Uz-
bekistan amounted to 32.9% (33.1% compared to results of 9 months
of 2016), the share of services reached 49.5 % (48.6%) and the share of
agriculture, forestry and fishery 17.6% (18.3%)>

Main factors of growth of Uzbekistan’'s economy were:

- high investment activity in sectors and territories of the country as
a result of implementation of complex measures to ensure accelerated
rates of crediting of economy, credit support of business activity of ru-
ral population in the setup of own business as well as implementation of
high technological projects producing competitive products based on
deep processing of raw materials and semi-finished products that pro-
moted growth of investment volumes by 8.3% and construction works
by 8.7%:

- creation of more favorable economic conditions for economic en-
tities, stimulation of their export activity, orientation of implemented
measures to resolution of urgent problems of regions with expansion

budgets. Adoption of the Law of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On
the Authorized Representative under the President of the Republic of
Uzbekistan for Protection of Rights and Legal Interests of Entrepre-
neurship Entities” as of August 29, 2017, became practical implemen-
tation of the consistent policy conducted under management of the
Head of the state and aimed at strengthening of guarantees for pro-
tection of rights and legal interests of entrepreneurship entities. The
Law empowers the Authorized Representative (Business Ombudsman)
with wide powers for implementation of his tasks, accomplishment of
control over absolute observance of rights and legal interests of entre-
preneurs. Thus, he/she examines complaints in respect to decisions of
state bodies and actions of their officials as well as ensures protection
of rights and the legal interests of not only domestic entrepreneurs but
also the rights and legal interests of foreign companies which carry out
their activity in the Republic of Uzbekistan.

ensuring them with proper volume and quality of energy: in this con-
nection, active measures have been taken for expansion of usage of
renewable sources of energy, reduction of power-intensity of produc-
tion, special purpose implementation of domestic scientific technical
products and research of advanced tested international power saving
technologies into practice, and implementation of high-priority direc-
tions in this sphere. For these purposes, for example, the Resolution of
the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan dated May 26, 2017 “On the
Program of Measures for Further Development of Renewable Energy
Sector, increasing Energy Efficiency in Sectors of Economy and Social
Sphere for 2017 - 2021" was adopted.

Within the framework of implementation of measures for further im-
provement of monetary policy by application of instruments in accor-
dance with advanced international experience as well as phased imple-
mentation of modern market mechanisms of currency regulation, the
President of the Republic of Uzbekistan issued the Decree “On Top-Pri-
ority Measures for Liberalization of Currency Policy” September 2, 2017.
The said document contributed to radical reformation of the existing
system of currency regulation, further liberalization of currency policy,
creation of equal conditions for external economic activity for all enti-
ties.

Implementation of respective provisions of the Decree in practice will
create equal competitive conditions in the currency market for all eco-
nomic entities, raising the stimulating role of currency policy in export
development in all sectors of economy, strengthening regional and in-
ternational economic cooperation. Thereby, this Decree introduces not
only new principles of market formation of the soum exchange rate in
the country but also provides for a complex of measures aimed at fur-
ther ensuring of social protection of population.

STABILITY

Political and macroeconomic stability is a distinctive feature
of Uzbekistan. No serious crises and political disturbances
affected Uzbekistan during 26 years from the day of acquisition of
independence of the country; democratic transparent elections in
December of 2016 are another indicator of stability and commitment
to democratic values and management principles of the country.

Growth rates of GDP have been at the level of 8%, macroeconomic
stability was preserved, structural and institutional transformations
based on implementation of adopted of medium-term programs were
deepened owing to the performed reforms during the last years.
Macroeconomic stability was ensured mainly due to equilibration of
the State Budget at all levels and strict monetary policy. As a rule,
the budget is executed with insignificant surplus; and the state debt
is maintained at the level of 16% that indicates high self-sufficiency
of the national economy of the republic. Around two thirds of all
expenditures of the State Budget are directed to financing and
development of the social sphere.

Volumes of insurance, leasing and other kinds of financial services
are expanded due to implementation of their new kinds and raising
quality as well as development of the stock exchange market is ensured
as an alternative source for attraction of capitals and placement of
free resources of enterprises, financial institutes and population.
Furthermore, further development of international economic
cooperation is ensured by means of expansion of relations with leading
international and foreign financial institutes, implementation of
weighted policy of external borrowings, effective usage of attracted
foreign investments and credits.

For liberalization of the currency market aimed at achievement
of full convertibility of the national currency was carried out in
September, 2017.

In due course of provision of banking services, commercial banks
are prohibited to restrict rights of clients on free disposal of their
funds in foreign currency. The practice of issuance of licenses to
commercial banks for performance of operations in foreign currency
as well as mandatory surrender requirement for proceeds in foreign
currency of exporters, irrespective of their forms of property
(earlier, Uzbek enterprises had to sell 50% of currency proceeds to
the state) were as also abolished.

In the World Bank's “Doing Business 2018" Report published in
October, 2017 Uzbekistan succeeded in improving its ranking by 13
points bringing it to 74th position during a year. In general, Uzbekistan
improved its indicator of simplicity of doing business procedures by
more than 90 positions since 2012. According to the rating, Uzbekistan
also ranks in top ten countries which reached best results in improving
business environment during 2017. The most appreciable improvements
were achieved in such areas as business registration, receiving credits,
and insolvency settlement.

A number of foreign analytical centers gave high assessment to
Uzbekistaninrespect to high rates of economic growth (the International
Economic Forum), stability and reliability (Moody's) as well as law
enforcement activity and security (World Justice Project and Gallup
Organization).

LABOR MARKET

Uzbekistan has the largest labour force in the region - potentially
about 18.5 million, or 57% of the country’s total population. Nearly 63%
of the population is under age 30. About 50% of the locally employed
population works in the non-agricultural private sector, where the
share of informal economy is quite considerable. At 97% literacy
is nearly universal and foreign firms report that younger people in
Uzbekistan are very flexible in adapting to changing international
business practices.

There are 65 higher educational entities in the country - State
Universities in each regional center are among them. In addition,
several international universities are represented in Uzbekistan
including Westminster International University, branches of Moscow
State University, Russian University of Oil and Gas, Management

Development Institute of Singapore, Turin Polytechnic University
and INHA University of Korea. Uzbekistan possesses a number

of young professionals who received various educational degrees
at universities worldwide through the state-funded educational
program “Iste’dod Foundation”.

EXPORT

In the first years immediately after Uzbekistan gained Independence
over 70% of the country’'s exports were raw materials. Today as a
result of numerous reforms aimed at increasing export potential
and its diversification, Uzbekistan has transformed into a country
exporting finished and value added goods with 76% of export
comprised by finished and semi-finished products. Throughout the
last two decades export from Uzbekistan has increased by more than
30 times. Export of cars increased by 12 times, yarn by 4.4 times and
complex fertilizers by 11.3 times.

In order to support exporting enterprises and increase export
volumes the state provided for a number of tax benefits. In particular,
exporting enterprises are exempt from excise tax, value added tax rate
is 0, and they are subject to a reduced tax rates on profit, property
and single tax. In addition, much of the customs duties and fees have
been abolished or significantly reduced.

The important factor for development and liberalization of economy
is external economic activity and existing legislation which influences
this process. Thus, the Resolution of the President of the Republic
Uzbekistan “On Measures for Further Streamlining of External
Economic Activity of the Republic of Uzbekistan” was adopted on
September 4, 2017.

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This document was adopted for the purposes of further stimulation
of production of import substituting and export oriented finished
products, raising competitiveness thereof, creation of favorable
conditions to provide domestic producers with imported raw
materials and materials as well as satisfaction of consumer demand
of population.

The resolution establishes zero rate customs duties in respect to
42 items of commodity positions. These products are exempt from
payment of customs duties during import to the republic. Similarly, 8
items of goods are exempt from payment of the excise tax.

It should be mentioned that reduction of customs payments for raw
materials and materials for production of finished products will be a
considerable incentive for domestic producers promoting reduction
of prime cost of manufactured products, raising competitiveness
thereof as well as will restrict conditions for growth of prices in
internal consumer market.

The President of the Republic of Uzbekistan signed the resolution
of the President of the Republic of Uzbekistan “On Measures for
Further Streamlining of External Economic Activity of the Republic of
Uzbekistan” No. PP-3303 dated September 29, 2017 which approves
new rates of import customs duties and excise tax on excisable goods
imported on the territory of the Republic of Uzbekistan.

FINANCIAL SECTOR

The Development of business and ensuring its stable growth
largely depends on its financing. In this regard, in order to further
strengthen financial support for private entrepreneurship, especially
micro-firms and small enterprises, create favorable conditions and
expand opportunities for accelerated development, the State Fund
for Supporting Business Development was established.

The main directions of development of insurance, leasing and other
types of financial services are the implementation of their new types
and quality improvement, development of the stock market as an
alternative source of attracting capital and placing free resources
of enterprises, financial institutions and the population. Currently,
more than 86 organizations providing leasing services operate in the
Republic of Uzbekistan, including 24 commercial banks. The total
portfolio of leasing operations in the first half of 2017 amounted to
UZS 2.5 trillion. The lessors concluded 4674 leasing transactions for
a total amount of over UZS 710 billion.

Special attention is paid to further development of international
economic cooperation, including by expanding ties with the leading
international and foreign financial institutions, continuing to pursue
a balanced policy of foreign borrowing, and effectively using foreign
investments and credits.

BANKING SECTOR

Banking reforms implemented in the republic are aimed at raising
financial stability and reliability of the banking system, stimulation
of their investment activity as well as ensuring higher level of
organization of banking activity inaccordance with generally accepted
international norms and standards.

At the present time, Uzbekistan adopts measures for phased
implementation of “Basle III" standards, in particular, on raising
quality of capital with phased increase of the minimum coefficient
for adequacy of the regulatory capital from 10 to 14.5 percent taking
into account the capital conservation buffer in the amount of three
percent of risk weighted assets. The coefficient for liquidity coverage
(ratio of high quality liquid assets to net outflow of monetary funds
with maturity of up to 30 days) was introduced from the beginning
of 2016; and it is planned to introduce the coefficient of net stable
financing (ratio of available amount of stable financing resources to
necessary amount of stable financing) from the beginning of 2018.

According to the resolution of the President dated June 16 of the
current year, the state increased its share in commercial banks by
500 million US dollars (1.9 trillion soums) for support of liquidity of
commercial banks. According to the same resolution, the Central
Bank will provide credits thereto without security for three months
in case of loss of liquidity by any bank.

It should be mentioned that activity of the banking system of the
republic for the elapsed period was aimed at ensuring stability of
capitalization level and the deposit base of banks, strengthening
their financial stability and reliability, further expansion of crediting
of perspective investment projects as well as entities of small
business and private entrepreneurship. Steadily growing incomes
of population, coupled with adopted measures for improvement of
methods and mechanism for depositors’ servicing as well as existence
of 100 percent guarantee by the state on deposits ensured expansion
of the deposit base of banks.

FOREIGN DIRECT
INVESTMENTS

According to the investment program approved by the President
Sh. Mirziyoyev, Uzbekistan in 2017 mastered foreign direct investment
in almost 200 projects for a total of $ 4.5 billion. USA. The indicators
of previous years reflect a significant increase in the volume of
foreign investment and loans in the economy of Uzbekistan. So the
increase in this indicator for 2017 was 21.6%. Within the framework of
the Investment Program of 2016 368 new investment projects were
launched, for which contracts for construction and reconstruction
were concluded.

SME SECTOR

Development of small and medium enterprises is one of main of
priorities of the state policy.

Being the acting President of the Republic of Uzbekistan,
Shavkat Mirziyoyev signed the Decree “On Additional Measures to
Ensure Accelerated Development of Entrepreneurship Activity,
Comprehensive Protection of Private Property and High Quality
Improvement of Business Climate” on October 5, 2016. As a result of
adoption of this document, greater freedoms were provided to small
business and private entrepreneurship; interference of state organs
in their activity was radically reduced. In particular, unplanned
inspections of activity of entrepreneurship entities were abolished
from January 1, 2017. Altogether, the Decree provides for release
from all kinds of responsibility of entrepreneurship entities and their
employees who committed law infringements for the first time in
performance of financial and economic activity as well as entities
which carry out entrepreneurship activity with no state registration,
provided that, they compensate caused damages and voluntarily
correct consequences of law infringements within the established
periods. Prohibition was also established for application of criminal
penalty in respect to entrepreneurship entities in form of deprivation
of rights for performance of entrepreneurship activity. In addition,
the newly created production enterprises with foreign investments
are provided with a right to use, for the period of five years, rates
of tax and other mandatory payments which were in effected on the
date of registration thereof.

Privileges and preferences attract interest of investors

Taxation burden in the country reduced three times during the
last two decades. The base rate of corporate tax amounts to 7.5% in
Uzbekistan; and the rate of single tax for small business is just 5%.
The rate of value added tax is equal to 20%. Frequency of statistic, tax
and financial reporting to state organs was reduced twofold during
the last years. Around 160 licensing procedures and 19 licensing
measures were removed during the last years for the purposes of
ensuring wider opportunities for business.

Total tax burden was reduced three times in the country for the
last two decades. The rate of value added tax amounts to 20% in
Uzbekistan. Frequency of statistic, tax and financial reporting to
state organs was reduced twofold during the last years. In order
to provide wider opportunities for business, we have 160 licensing
procedure sand 19 licensing measures. However, complexity and
nontransparency of tax system insignificantly stimulated investment
activity of business also including on behalf of foreign investors.

Based on this, the President’s Order dated July 20, 2017 established
the permanent working expert commission for improvement of tax
system which develops proposals on “streamlining of tax system of
the republic in accordance with that which is adopted in developed
countries worldwide, which is understandable for foreign investors
and which stimulates them to invest to economy of Uzbekistan”. It is
proposed to reduce tax burden on Uzbekistan's economy from 20.2
to 18.9% to gross domestic product in 2017. At the present time, the
tax reform is also aimed at improvement of intra-budgetary relations
directed at strengthening of the revenue generating part of local

budgets.

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Roads are the most important resources in development of
international communications. Almost 256 kilometers of roads were

reconstructed and 94.4 km of motorways of international and state
importance were repaired the last year in Uzbekistan. At the present
time, total length of the network of automobile roads in the republic
exceeds 183 thousand kilometers. These include more than 42.6
thousand kilometers of automobile roads of international, republican
and local importance including the national motorway of Uzbekistan
length of which amounts to around three thousand kilometers.

Creation of free economic zones in regions of Uzbekistan became
a practical step in creation of effective infrastructure. Thereby,
the international intermodal logistic center located in the Special
Economic Zone (SEZ) “Navoi” created on the basis of the Navoi
airport is one of the biggest and most highly technological air freight
complexes in the region. Today, it connects Uzbekistan with main
logistic centers of Eurasia: Frankfurt, Milan, Brussels, Vienna, Oslo,
Basle, Saragossa, Dubai, Deli, Teheran, Inchon, Tianjin, Hanoi and
Shanghai.

During last years, Uzbekistan laid down a new railway network with
total length of more than 1200 km, modernized and reconstructed
more than 3800 km of roads, electrified almost 1100 km of railways.
As a result total length of railways covering all regions of the
country amounted to 6 500 km. The next achievement is launch
into operation of electrified lines Angren-Pap in June, 2016 which
became the shortest railway line between Uzbekistan and China and
today is a symbol of strategic partnership between two countries.
More than a thousand specialists of the Chinese Company “Chinese
Railway Tunnel Group” as well as more than three thousand railway
workers and more than three hundred electricians from Uzbekistan
participated in construction thereof.

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Transboundary projects are also implemented. The Bukhara - Miskin
Railway Construction Project at the cost of more than 283 million
dollars is launched; the project will allow increasing the volume of
cargo transportations from Uzbekistan to Kazakhstan and Russia.
428 million dollars including funds of the Asian Development Bank
and Japanese Agency for International Cooperation will be directed
to electrification of 325 kilometers of Karshi - Termez railway.
Implementation of this big project will enable to reduce transport
expenses for passenger and freight transportations by 35%.
Furthermore, it is provided to launch traffic movement of 11 modern
locomotives in this line. This railway will facilitate opportunities for
Uzbekistan to access ports of India, countries of South and South-
Eastern Asia via the Trans-Afghan railway corridor.

At the present time, length of fiber-
optic lines in the country amounts to 17.9
thousand km that considerably improves
quality of provision of wide-band access
services in the Internet. During the
last three years, thanks to the project
for expansion of wide-band fiber-optic
communication lines, quantity of wide-band
telecommunication networks increased by
40%; the number of subscribers increased
by more than 50%. Thereby, it became
possible to provide the population with
video telephony, Internet-Television, high
speedInternet-service, HD-broadcasting of
high resolution and to expand the spectrum
of modern telecommunication services. Modernization of main data
transmission network ensures speed of data transfer around 40
Gbit/s and 10 Gbit/s in regions.

DWDM communication network capable to transmit up to 100
Gbit data per second was launched. It should be mentioned that
this network which ensures growth of transfer capacity of main
networks and implementation of high speed Internet-services is the
first telecommunication system in Central Asia with such high speed.
Mobile communication network dynamically expands: the number of
mobile communication subscribers increased 7.5 times during the last
10 years. At the present time, 16.5 thousand base stations operate in
the country. Already now, communication operators create mobile
communication network of the fourth generation which will expand
the spectrum of telecommunication services improving access to
high speed Internet.

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Until recent time, three free economic zones (SEZ): SEZ “Navoi”,
SEZ "Angren” and SEZ "Jizzak” operated in Uzbekistan. The President
Sh.Mirziyoyev signed the Decree “On Creation of Free Economic
Zones “Urgut”, “Gijduvan”, “Kokand” and “Khazarasp” in January this
year in order to create additional four free economic zones. Seven
new pharmaceutical industrial zones: “Boysunpharm” in outskirts
of Surkhandarya Region, “Bustonlikpharm” in Tashkent Region,
“Zaamin Pharm” in Zaamin District, “Syrdarya Pharm” in Syrdarya
Region, “Nukus Pharm” in Nukus District, “"Kosonpharm” and “Parkent
Pharm” in Tashkent Region as well as were industrial parks and small
industrial zones were also created in conformance to the Decree of
the President.

The Decree provides, among others, for the following purposes and
tasks of SEZ:

- attraction of direct investments of foreign and domestic investors
for creation of modern production capacities for production of goods of
high demand or import substitution of products with high value added;

- creation of new modern productions for deep processing, storage
and packaging of fruit and vegetable and agricultural products, textile,
carpet, footwear and leather products, ecologically safe chemical,

Last October, the government unified tax and customs regimes for
all SEZ participants, by providing thereto the privileged status for
the period from 3 to 10 years irrespective of the volume of made
investments. Thereby, they are exempt from payment of:

- land of tax, profit tax, tax on property of legal entities, tax on
improvement and development of social infrastructure, single tax
payment for microfirms and small enterprises as well as mandatory
contribution to the Republican Road Fund and the Off-Budget Fund
for Reconstruction, Capital Repair and Equipping of State Schools,
Vocational Colleges, Academic Lyceums and Medical Institutions at
the Ministry of Finance;

- customs duties (except for customs execution charges) on
equipment, raw materials, materials and components imported for
own production needs as well as construction materials which are not
produced in the country and imported in the framework of projects
according to lists approved by the Cabinet of Ministers.

Small Industrial Zones are to be created for the purposes of
accelerated development of relatively lagging districts and cities,
primarily, by building up their industrial and export potential. Thus, in
March of this year there was created an industrial zone in Yangiyor

million will be implemented in textile, footwear and leather product,
ecologically safe chemical, food, electrical industries, construction
materials, deep processing of fruit and vegetable products and so
on. Later on, small industrial zones will be created in Tashkent. At
the present time, 513 small enterprises for production of textile,
chemical, food, electrical products, furniture, construction materials
and other products operate in small industrial of zones of the capital
based on inoperative enterprises. In August, the President adopted a
decision on creation of another 17 small industrial zones in Tashkent
Region till end 2017.

Production facilities and land plots located on the territory of
small industrial zones are provided to entrepreneurship entities for
long-term rent for the period 10 years with subsequent prolongation
for another 10 years at preferential rates of rental payment. Firms
established on the territory of industrial zones are exempt from
payment of property tax and profit tax of legal entities. Privileges
will be additionally prolonged for two years after implementation of
export of no less than 30% of total volume of manufactured products.
To receive preferences, participants need to make investments in the
amount of no less than 3000 minimum wage rates. “One Window"

on the territories of small of industrial zones. There was created
the Guarantee Fund of Small Industrial Zones which provides to
participants guarantees on credits of commercial banks in the part
not covered by security. Security will be provided if the localization
level of manufactured products amounts to no less than 60% during
a year and the volume of export amounts to no less than 10% of total
volume of manufactured products during a year.

INNOVATION PARKS.

On June 5 this year, the President signed a decree on creation
of the innovation industrial park “Yashnabad” in Tashkent city on
exterritoriality conditions which will concentrate on scientific
developments and research in chemical technologies, material
production and power saving. The main directions of activity of the
industrial park “Yashnabad” will include transfer of modern foreign
and domestic technologies and implementation of innovation
developments to activity of domestic producers. The decree on
creation of the Innovation Center for Support of Development and
Implementation of Information Technologies MirzoUlugbekInnovatio
nCenter was signed in the same month. The Decree of the President
grants a number of privileges and preferences for residents of the
Innovation Center. In particular, till January 1, 2028 the residents are
exempt from payment of tax and mandatory payments. Incomes of
resident employees will be levied with income tax of natural persons
at the fixed rate of 7.5%; and the rate of insurance contributions to
the Pension Fund will amount to 4.5%.

Main tax privileges for producers of medicinal drugs are established
from September 16, 2016 in the framework of the Program of
Measures for Further Development of Pharmaceutical Industry of
the Republic of Uzbekistan for 2016-2020. till January 1, 2021 they
are exempt from payment of income and property taxes, single tax
payment for microfirms and small business as well as mandatory
contributions to the in Republican Road Fund. In addition to this, this
category of enterprises is exempt from customs duties (except for
customs execution charges) on technological equipment, materials,
components and spare parts which are not produced in Uzbekistan
and imported in the framework of investment projects as well as on
imported substances and auxiliary materials not produced in the
Republic of Uzbekistan, and used for production of medicinal drugs
and medical products.

In order to ensure further structural transformations in economy,
modernization, diversification and dynamic development of textile
and sewing-knitting industry, expansion of the volume and range of
export oriented finished products in high demand in external markets,
by means of deep processing of cotton fiber and silk raw materials

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Uzbekistan possesses unique tourist
potential. However, this potential was used far
beyond its full capacity till present time due
to objective and partially subjective reasons
also including organizational. Creation of
more favorable conditions for development
of tourism in the current year is also one of
priorities of the state policy. 16 normative
legal acts aimed at complex development of
tourist potential of Uzbekistan were adopted
during the relatively short period of time.
Significant tax and customs privileges and
preferences are given to economic entities
in tourism sphere. Thus, hotels are exempt
from payment of single social payment of
labor remuneration fund of qualified foreign specialists attracted as
managerial personnel; incomes of qualified foreign specialists invited as
managerial personnel of hotels are exempt from payment of income tax
of natural persons for the period till January 1, 2022.

Similarly to tourist zones in Bukhara and Samarkand cities, it is
planned to gradually create similar zones in Urgench, Tashkent cities
and in Ferghana Region as well as tourist mountainous clusters in
Bostanlyk District of Tashkent Region. In addition, the positions of
deputy khokims of Tashkent, Samarkand, Bukhara and Khorezm
Regions as well as Khiva and Shakhrisabz cities who are engaged in
tourism matters were introduced for improvement of management
system in tourism sphere in regions. Two new state standards on
terminology of tourism and safety requirement for hotel enterprises
were developed and registered. for the purposes of brining the
tourist sphere of our country in accordance with requirements of the
International Standards Organization (ISO).

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The leadership of the country approved the Program of Development
of Chemical Industry till 2020 for implementation of structural
changes in economy, modernization and diversification of chemical
industry, ensuring deeper processing of rich mineral resources,
expansion of the volume and assortment of finished export oriented
chemical products and attraction of foreign investments for these
purposes, according to which implementation of 23 projects totaling
to 2.65 billion US dollars is expected.

As a result, it is planned to create 15 new productions: PVC, tires,
conveyor belts, agricultural machinery, carbon-black, potassium
sulphate, synthetic detergents, potassium hydroxide that will enable
to ensure diversification of production. In particular, the share of non-
fertilizer products will increase from 25% to 37% by 2019 compared to
2014, and will exceed 50% of total volume of production from 2021.

INDUSTRY

Large-scale measures aimed at development of the industry which
were adopted during the years of independence of the republic
enabled to arrange production of almost all kinds of food goods in
our country.

Growth in volumes of production of food products promotes
consistent development of the processing sector. Today, almost 10
thousand enterprises which produce more than 3 thousand kinds of
food products operate in the sector.

The Holding company “Uzbekozikovkatholding” was organized in 2016
for the purposes of creation of wider opportunities for expansion of
production and processing of fruit and vegetable, meat and dairy and
other food products, and attraction of direct investments.

Around 300 enterprises for processing of fruits and vegetables,
meat and milk, production of confectionery and other products
including more than 20 joint-venture enterprises with participation
of capital from the USA, Great Britain, Switzerland, Belgium, Austria,
Turkey, South Korea, Russia and a number of other countries function
in the company's structure.

The Program for Develop-
ment of Food Industry for
2016-2020 supposes for im-
plementation of 180 projects
totaling to around 600 million
US dollars; growth of pro-
duction of semi-finished and
finished products for food
industry will ensured from
15 to 3 times by 2020. Ac-
cording to the program, it is
also provided for creation of
14 commercial logistic cent-
ers in regions which special-
ize in storage, processing and
export of fruit and vegetable
products.

SECTOR OF CONSTRUCTION
MATERIALS

Production of industrial construction materials is one of key sectors
of economy of Uzbekistan. The industry is represented with the Joint-
Stock Company “Uzstroymateriali” which unifies big enterprises in the
country.

More than 4000 enterprises of construction materials successfully
function today in Uzbekistan. As a result of modernization of the
existing capacities, launch of new enterprises, production of modern
and competitive kinds of construction materials, quantity of exported
products increased from 12 to 48 kinds since 2007 till present time.
Enterprises of construction materials industry exported its products
for 46.9 million US dollars during the first half-year 2017 that is twofold
greater than indicators of the last year. At the present time, the
geography of supplies already cover such countries as Turkmenistan,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Russia, Afghanistan, UAE, Iran and other
states.

One of the urgent tasks of the industry is to increase production
of competitive and export oriented products made of local raw
materials. Thus, production of more than 30 kinds of construction
materials was implemented during the last years in the country. Such
projects as launch of production of ceramic tiles under 3D method
with total cost of 5.3 million US dollars and annual capacity of 3.5
million square meters at JV “Moderna Ceramics Ferghana” (Ferghana
Region), production of technical sanitary ceramics with total cost of 2
million dollars and annual capacity of 200 thousand pieces at JV “Best
Metal Construction” (Tashkent Region) and production of cement with
total cost of 3 million dollars and annual capacity of 50 thousand tons
at the enterprise “Everest Metal Favorite” (Andijan Region) may be
mentioned as among the biggest projects in construction materials
industry.

Altogether, production capacities for production of glazed and
large-size tiles with ceramic coating, heat-insulating materials,
modern technical sanitary products and many other newest kinds of
construction materials were implemented in the republic. Uzbekistan
realized funds for 40.1 million dollars for these purposes during
January-June this year. At the present time, full supply of internal
market with high quality and modern construction materials produced
using local raw materials as well as growth in the volume of export
products remains the main task of the industry.
